Economics at the U of Cincinnati and was its dean for 28 years. To nourish human values in home and public life, 
she aimed to raise the stature of women by elevating the status of home economics to a scientific level. She progres-
sively adapted the curriculum to the changing times by sponsoring projects with community organizations, such 
as the Consumer Conference of Greater Cincinnati, Aid to Dependent Children, and groups supporting preschool 
education. She retired in 1952 to become Chi Omega’s national president. In 1971 the former Biology Building was 
renamed Dyer Hall in her honor.
